The ESE MBA Program is divided into self-contained units called ‘modules’ as follows:   

· Phase One: 4 core modules X 12 credits = 48 UK credits  

· Phase Two: 4 core modules X 12 credits = 48 UK credits 

· Phase Three: 4 pathway modules X 15 credits = 60 UK credits 

PLUS 

· the unique 24 credit module “Leadership, Governance and Corporate Sustainability” module underpinning each phase with a capstone business project integrating knowledge, skills and understanding from all three phases.  

TOTAL: 180 UK credits, i.e. 90 ECTS credits

In order to qualify for the MBA degree authorised by the University of Buckingham 180 UK credits (90 ECTS credits) must be completed, i.e. 9 core modules, 3 related to you specialisation and the Leadership, Governance and Corporate Sustainability module. 

The Program allows 4 different pathways in International Marketing, Finance, Business and Entrepreneurship. Students can complete any of the above pathways in a minimum of twelve months and up to a maximum of 48 months, should they select a part-time formula. 
The full-time intensive formula translates into a minimum of three terms of three months each with ten weeks of taught classes per term with provision for reading weeks and assessment preparation and five classes per week. The final fourth term is an internship / capstone business project module. The part-time formula allows working students a slower rhythm of studies, with two or three classes per week.
The In-Company training program allows students the unique possibility to gain extensive knowledge and practical experience of specific sectors, such as:

· Fashion and Luxury

· Environmental Economics

· Art & Heritage

· Event Management

· Hospitality and Tourism Management

· Sport Management

· Music Industry

· Media Management

In-Company Training at the end of your studies is mostly aimed to 1) apply course knowledge into practical situations within the work environment; 2) develop your inner qualities and gain a practical understanding of the concept of individual responsibility, according to which external events are projections of your own inners states; 3) test your career plans by obtaining experience in your chosen field; 4) extend your professional network and assess internship provider for future employment opportunities
Yet, this is not a mandatory requirement for any applicant with at least five years business experience in a management position, subject to appropriate references from the employer and with the agreement of the academic director of the local ESE Centre. 
The MBA Modular programme is delivered at ESE in Rome, Milan, Florence, London, New York and soon in Madrid. Transfer from campus to campus at the end of each Phase is strongly encouraged. Prior to subscribing to a specialisation it is advisable that candidates check the availability of such set of modules at the selected ESE Centre.

Two intakes are available per year (September and January).
Educational aims of the MBA program 

The aim of the ESE Modular MBA programme is to provide a distinctive, inter-disciplinary and integrative educational programme for individuals seeking to consolidate their managerial achievements to date and prepare for a career in senior management, ultimately at the highest strategic levels. The programme is designed to expose programme participants to the latest thinking and practice across a wide range of management disciplines. Teaching materials are derived from leading-edge academic research in order to develop critical powers of analysis and reflection, and practical and inter-personal skills in preparation for key positions in industry, commerce and the public sector. 

Students will build on their existing understanding of management and organisation within a framework that enables them to relate their business experience to contemporary management ideas and practice. This is achieved through critical thinking, teamwork, creativity and personal development in a highly interactive and stimulating environment that encourages rigorous, relevant and innovative learning and research. 

The programme is an innovative process in professional development with a strong international unique component offering the students the opportunity to move between campuses each term thus enjoying a unrivalled learning experience.

From January 2009 a unique three phase 24 credit “Leadership, Governance and Corporate Sustainability” has been designed to underpin the unique philosophy of the ESE that encompasses self discovery and personal development as applied to leadership in business. The aim is equip students with the motivation and skills to discover what they are uniquely suited for and to provide them with a competitive edge in the challenging today’s global job market. The rationale for this module is that business leadership requires a multi disciplinary knowledge and understanding of the critical drivers of governance and corporate sustainability and longevity. The module will therefore introduce students to key ideas from the areas of philosophy, sociology and psychology, and will explore their impact on business. This will enable students to integrate their critical understanding of the drivers of successful business from a personal and organisational perspective. 

ADMISSION PROCESS
The following admissions criteria apply: 

1) A good first degree (second class honours or GPA 3.0 and above) in a relevant subject (Business, Economics, Finance, Marketing, Management, Human Resource Management, Operations Management or other content-appropriate) or an equivalent level professional qualification. It is anticipated that are high percentage of applicants will have undergraduate degrees in direct Business subjects such as Marketing, however students who have indirect Business subjects such as Journalism are welcome to apply.  

On receipt of such an application the Academic Director of the campus will assess the credits of the student and if necessary recommend a tailored-made Foundation programme. Once such a student has successfully completed their designed Foundation programme they may enter the MBA program where they will join the next cohort of ‘direct entry’ students. The ESE Foundation Certificate consists of five modules: 

· Introduction to Economics 

· Advanced Business Structures 

· Quantitative Business Methods 

· Principles of Marketing 

· E-Business & E-Commerce 

The programme is committed to widening participation and welcomes applications from students with non-standard qualifications who have at least two years relevant work experience in a management or supervisory role. Applications from mature students, who do not fulfil the standard entry requirements outlined above, will therefore be welcomed. In such cases the student must produce two quality references demonstrating their relevant experience for the MBA. In addition they will be asked to produce an extended essay and by interviewed by the Director of Studies. 

2) English Language: Overseas students must show proficiency in the English language and have an appropriate qualification among the following:
· Certificate of Proficiency in English of the Cambridge Local Examinations Grade B 

· or above IELTS 7.00 

· TOEFL 240 

· iTOEFL 95 
In order to start the Application Process, students have to send the following documents to the Admission Office of the selected ESE Centre: 
- Application Form filled out with complete information 
- Official copy of the Degree (s)+Transcripts
- Certificate of Proficiency in English of the Cambridge Local Examinations Grade B, 7.0 IELTS, 95 iTOEFL or 240 paper based TOEFL, unless you can demonstrate to have been studying for at least three years in an English speaking institution
Applicants may be asked to take an additional English Language Placement Test to determine their level and the kind of individual support they need to be offered prior their admission to the selected degree programme ad alongside their studies. The European School of Economics ETS (For the TOEFL exam) code numbers are: ESE London 5977, ESE NY 5978, ESE Rome 1610, ESE Milan 5974, ESE Florence 5976. ESE GMATCode number is 7059"
